Certification of Private Line/Special Access Services to

Unbundled Network Elements Combination

A. The undersigned CLEC certifies that it provides a significant amount of local exchange traffic over the facilities it is asking CenturyLink to convert to combinations of unbundled network elements ("UNE Combinations" or “UNE-C”) on the attached spreadsheet.  For each circuit the CLEC submits for conversion, the CLEC must certify that the circuit meets one of the three options set forth below.  The term “significant local exchange traffic" means that each circuit the CLEC is submitting for conversion meets the requirements of one of the following options:

OPTION 1

CLEC must certify to CenturyLink that it is the exclusive provider of an end-user’s local exchange service, that the loop-transport combination originates at an end-user’s premises, and that the loop-transport combination terminates at CLEC’s collocation arrangement in at least one CenturyLink central office.  This condition, or option, does not allow loop-transport combinations to be connected to CenturyLink’s tariffed services.

OPTION 2

CLEC must certify that it provides local exchange and exchange access service to the end-user customer’s premises and handles at least one-third (1/3) of the end-user customer’s local traffic measured as a percent of total end-user customer local dial tone lines; and for DS1 level circuits and above; at least fifty percent (50%) of the activated channels on the loop portion of the loop and transport combination have at least five percent (5%) local voice traffic individually; and the entire loop facility has at least ten percent (10%) local voice traffic.  The CLEC must certify further that the loop/transport combination originates at an end-user customer’s premises and terminates at CLEC’s collocation arrangement in at least one CenturyLink central office.  If a loop-transport combination includes multiplexing, each of the multiplexed facilities must meet the above criteria outlined in this paragraph.  (For example, if DS1 loops are multiplexed onto DS3 transport, each of the individual DS1 facilities must meet the criteria outlined in this paragraph in order for the DS1/DS3 loop-transport combination to qualify for UNE treatment).  This condition, or option, does not allow loop-transport combinations to be connected to CenturyLink’s tariffed services.

OPTION 3

For the conversion of services to combinations of unbundled network elements, CLEC must certify that at least fifty percent (50%) of the activated channels on a circuit are used to provide originating and terminating local dial tone service and at least fifty percent (50%) of the traffic on each of these local dial tone channels is local voice traffic (measured based on the incumbent’s local exchange calling area); and the entire loop facility has at least thirty-three percent (33%) local voice traffic. If a loop-transport combination includes multiplexing, each of the multiplexed facilities must meet the above criteria.  For example, if DS1 loops are multiplexed onto DS3 transport, each of the individual DS1 facilities must meet the criteria as outlined in this paragraph in order for the DS1/DS3 loop-transport combination to qualify for UNE treatment.  This condition, or option, does not allow loop-transport combinations to be connected to CenturyLink’s tariffed services.  Under this option, collocation is not required.  Under this option, CLEC does not need to provide a defined portion of the end-user’s local service, but the active channels on any loop-transport combinations, and the entire facility, must carry the amount of local exchange traffic specified in this option.

B. CenturyLink has the right to validate any certification provided by CLEC to CenturyLink, including this Certification.  In order to confirm reasonable compliance with these requirements, CenturyLink may perform audits of CLEC’s records according to the guidelines outlined in the UNE-P.C. amendment.
C. CLEC acknowledges that CenturyLink shall convert private line/special access services to loop-transport combinations pursuant to CenturyLink Guidelines for Converting Private Line/Special Access Services to UNE-C, and that these guidelines are subject to changes in applicable law.
